Dr. Martin Luther King: nonviolent methods (marches, boycotts); assassinated

Rosa Parks: refused to give up her bus seat, leading to a boycott in Montgomery, Alabama.

Malcolm X: wanted quicker change, told followers to rely on themselves instead of civil rights laws, whites and blacks must work together for equality; assassinated

Other methods: sit-ins at lunch counters, Freedom Rides
